Following a suggestion by M. Meyer (Limburg, Germany) that comet
P /2008 T3 (cf. IAUC 8993) may be identical to the long-lost comet D /1892
T1 = 1892e = 1892 V (Barnard), G. V. Williams (Smithsonian Astrophys-
ical Observatory) has collected 41 astrometric observations from the lit-
erature in 1892 and re-reduced them for analysis. The resulting orbital
calculations by Williams and by S. Nakano (Sumoto, Japan) confirm the
identity. Nakano notes that the comet made 20 revolutions between 1892
and 2008, passing ~ 0.3-0.4 AU of Jupiter in 1922 Oct., 1934 Aug., and
2005 Aug. The following orbital elements are by Williams, from 90 ob-
servations spanning 1892 Oct. 16-2008 Oct. 8 (22 of which are from 1892;
mean residual 1”4):

~ 15" long in p.a. 255°.
